genocide in Africa.

11.4 million refugees are under the care of the United Nations. It is estimated that the total
number of those who have been displaced has surpassed 25 million world-wide as of 2009.
The total for 2006 was 9.9 million (source: The Office of the United Nations High

Commissioner for Refugees).

We provide disaster relief aid through organizing volunteers to serve in affected areas by
coordinating and carrying out the distribution of food and water. The provisions are be derived

from our general fund and public support.
